9 Contact Times

1. At the party, when you meet and date the new host.  Party Plan with them.  Invite them to attend Celebration Night before their party date to open their keys.  Also encourage them to bring guests to this event.
2. The next day a letter should be sent by email, thanking your new host for scheduling their party.  (See - Thank you for Dating a Party)
3. Call to remind them to attend the Celebration Night, 2 Days before the event, to see if they will be attending to open their keys.  Ask them if they have guests attending with them.
4. When the guest list arrives, email the party invitation to the guests (See – Email Invitation), and then do your FIRST HOST COACHING CALL.  If it doesn’t arrive, a reminder call should be placed to let them know that you have not received it.

5. Half way from the time you dated the party to the actual party date, do your SECOND HOST COACHING CALL


6. Two days before the party, do your THIRD HOST COACHING CALL, and also email to the guests the party invitation as a reminder (See – Email Invitation – Reminder 2 Days before Party). 
7. Email “Thank you for Having a Party” letter, saying it was a pleasure to have them as a host, along with information on how the product will be shipped and a reminder to attend their Celebration Night. (See – Thank you for Having a Party)
8. Call to remind them to attend their Celebration Night, 2 days before the event, to see if they will be attending and bringing guests.
9. Three weeks after the product has been ordered, place a follow-up call to your host to ensure that their guests are enjoying their products.  Any customer service issues should be handled at this time.
