DICE GAME SCRIPT
“Ok, so we are going to play the Dice Game.”

Pull out a Tupperware container that has a variety of dice inside.

“So I am going to come around to everyone, and I would like you to pick a pair of dice”.  If they try to pass, say, “It’s Ok, take a pair, and if you don’t want to play the game, you will have an opportunity to put them back in the container.”

Walk around the room and have everyone, including the host, take a pair of dice.

“Everyone in the room has a pair of dice.  You will have an opportunity to roll you dice if you want to play the dice game.  On your turn, if you roll an ODD number, you will get to pick a gift from my ODDS and ends basket (items from the Tiny Treasures Game Bag).  If you roll an EVEN number, you will get to pick a gift from my EVEN BETTER basket (past dating gifts).  If you do roll an odd number, you get to keep your ODDS and ends gift, but you are welcome to roll again to try and get an EVEN BETTER gift.  Now what’s even better about my EVEN BETTER gifts, is that inside the gift will be a piece of paper that says you’ve won an EVEN BETTER gift than this one (hold up one of the gifts from the basket).  The gifts that are in here to be won, One of these containers says you’ve won a $100 Surprise Pack, two of these containers say you’ve won a $50 Surprise Pack, seven of these containers say you’ve won a modular, seven of these containers say you’ve won a Vent N Serve, three of these containers say you’ve won a breakfast maker, 3 of these containers say you’ve won a snack cup, and 2 of these containers say you’ve won FridgeSmart.  So that little piece of paper inside is going to say, Congratulations you have just won this free gift, and a Tupperware Party!  So the dice game is a game of chance, and if you absolutely, 100% never want to have a Tupperware Party to get your Tupperware for Free, then you do not want to risk playing a game of chance that could possibly win you a party.  And the reason why I say that, is if you play, I am going to honour you with the free gift that you’ve won, whether it’s just a free gift, or if it is a party and a free gift.  So if you play, and you win a party and a free gift, I would expect you to, to do the same by honouring me with that party.  So what I am going to do is come around to each one of you and ask you if you want to play the dice game.  If you would like to play, roll your dice.  If you do not want to play, I will collect the dice from you.  
Show visual -  “Here is a visual on how the game is played…Sarah (tonight’s host), decided to roll her dice at Jessica’s party.  She rolled an ODD number and picked from the ODDS basket.  She wanted to roll again to try for the EVEN BETTER basket and rolled an EVEN number.  So she picked her gift from the EVEN BETTER basket, opened her container and read what she won.  It said, Congratulations, you have just won a FridgeSmart and a Tupperware Party! (present the Fridgesmart to her at this time).  Now Sarah also was interested in my cello wrapped gifts.  She could of set her party date on any date, but she decided to pick one of my cello party dates to also receive this at her party (present her with her cello gift that has her party date on it).  Show all the cello gifts with dates at this time to the group.
So, before we play the game, does everyone understand the rules of the game?  Are there any questions before we play the game?  Ok, would you like to play the dice game…(go to each guest in the room one at a time)”.
