SANGRIA COOLER DEMONSTRATION
Have you ever tried to date those “parties” into your book and had excuse after excuse why people couldn’t?

* Nobody has any money



* Their husband has been laid off

*  They’re too busy




*  The weather is either too hot or too cold

*  Their sister is pregnant



*  Everyone has all the Tupperware they need

*  Don’t have a baby sitter



*  Etc. Etc. Etc.

Wow! Lemon excuses or what?

Well that’s where the idea for the “Sangria Cooler Demo” came from.  After hours of lemon excuses I looked through my cook book for Lemon recipes. I was determined to turn that negative into a positive and decided that I could use this recipe and my summer (and then winter) Tupperware to do it. Anytime I got those “lemon” excuses. I’d listen, and then I would sympathize with my potential host. Try saying this once you have  heard that Lemon excuse “Wow! Life is such a lemon sometimes, isn’t it Betty?  Let me tell you about this new Lemon Demonstration we have and see if it doesn’t sound like something you and your friends would really enjoy.

SANGRIA COOLER

Ingredients
(I ask the host to supply the grape juice or wine and I bring the rest)

NON ALCOHOL SANGRIA



ALCOHOL SANGRIA

750ml chilled grape juice



750ml chilled red wine

1 litre sparkling water (plain or flavoured)

1 litre sparkling water (plain or flavoured)

1 orange





3 teaspoons Brandy

1 lemon





¼ cup sugar (if the wine is dry)

½ teaspoon brandy flavouring



1 lemon and 1 orange

Method – Cut outer peel from orange into long spiral strips without membraine. Place into impressions pitcher. Squeeze orange and ½ lemon and add to peel.  Slice other ½ of lemon into slices.  Add to squeezed juice with chilled grape juice or wine.  Add brandy or brandy flavouring. Stir in sugar (if using).  Slowly add sparkling water and serve. (You could serve over ice cube if desired).

Suggestions for Tupperware products for preparing the Sangria: Modular Mate Round 3 to carry orange & lemon, Measuring Spoons and Cups. Modular Mate container for sugar. Brandy or flavouring in a Midget. Impressions Pitcher and Tumblers.

HERE IS GAME SUGGESTION

Have your host ask everyone to bring a lemon to the party. Before you actually begin your demo, give each guest a piece of paper. On it they write their name and a “brief” description of some “lemon” problem or trouble that is on their mind.  Just give the about two minutes to do this.  Collect the “problems” in a Tupperware container, put the seal on and then tell the guests you have their worst problem sealed up tight and put away so now they can relax and enjoy the demonstration.
At the end of the demonstration you play the Lemon game: Collect the lemons in a bag or basket in exchange for a game gift. OR give a game gift to the guest with the largest lemon, smallest lemon, best shaped lemon, best colour, most blemishes etc. etc.  After everyone has a game gift, there is the grand prize unseal the container with names in it. (lemon problems) draw a name and hand a bag of lemons to the winner along with the following recipe and say “Shirley, when life gives you lemons… make lemonade!

RECIPE FOR HOME MADE LEMONADE

5 cups Cold Water

1 cup Sugar

1 cup Lemon Juice (freshly squeezed)

Dissolve sugar in 1 cup of water and lemon juice.  Add remaining cold water.  Serve over ice.
