The Bonus Game - Verbiage
Always play a bonus game at all your demonstrations.  If they are sitting on the fence, this is the game that gets them to get off that fence and have that party.

Word choices to use for the game:

The last game that we are going to play this evening before we close is the bonus game.  I will need everyone’s full attention for this game.

What I’m going to do right now is come around to everyone and I want you to pick your favourite piece of mini Tupperware.  Do not open it because it does have a piece of paper inside.  Just hold on to if for now as say, “Ah, what a cute little piece of Tupperware”.  Now do pick your favourite because if you play the game you do get to keep your favourite.  So what I have in here to choose from are…explain each container and create a want to have it.

Go around to everyone and have them pick their favourite.

Now everyone has their mini piece of Tupperware, but don’t open it, just hold on to it.  In your mini you’ll have a piece of paper inside.  That piece of paper is going to say one of two things.  Number one, it will say congratulations you’ve just won a gift, and these are the gifts that are in here to be won.  One of these containers says you’ve won a $100 surprise pack, 2 of these containers says you’ve won a $50 surprise pack, 7 of these containers says you’ve won a VNS, 7 of these containers says you’ve won a modular, 2 of these containers says you’ve won a FridgeSmart, 3 of these containers says you’ve won a breakfast maker, and 3 of these containers says you’ve won a snack cup.  Now those are the prizes to be one.  So it will say, congratulations you have just won this gift, WhooHoo and that’s it.  OR it could also say something else.  It could also say, congratulations you have just won this gift AND dated a party.  So this is a game of chance.  And I say it’s a game of chance because if you absolutely 100% never ever want to have a Tupperware party you do not what to risk playing a game of chance.  And the reason why I say that is Because if you play, I’m going to honour you with the gift that you’ve won, whether it’s just a gift, or whether it’s a party and a gift.  So if you play and you win a party and a gift, I would expect you too to do the same by honouring me with that party.  
So I am just going to show you a visual on how the game works.  Sarah (tonight’s host), decided to play this game at the party she attended.  So she picked her little mini, opened it up, and read what it said.  It said, congratulations, you have just won a Vent N Serve - so here is her VNS, and a party – so hence, tonight’s party.  Now Sarah could have had her party on any date but she was interested in my cello dates.  She saw the date on this cello wrapped gift and said,  ya, I think a party on that date could work for me, so she set the date for the cello wrapped gift date, so this is also for her this evening (give her cello gift).  Show all the cello gifts with dates at this time to the group.

Does everyone understand the rules of the game?  Are their any questions?

Go around to each person individually and ask them, “Would you like to play the bonus game”.  If yes, have them open the mini and read out loud what they have won.  Then continue on to the next person.  After everyone has been approached…close.  Thank everyone for attending and supporting the host.  I hope all of you had fun.  For those of you that did play the bonus game, make sure you come and see me so I can write down your free gift on your order form and of course date your party into my date book.
